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Ebola hemorrhagic fever (Ebola HF) is a se-
vere, often-fatal disease in humans and nonhu-
man primates (monkeys, gorillas, and chimpan-
zees) that has appeared sporadically since its
initial recognition in 1976.

The disease is caused by infection with Ebola
virus, named after a river in the Democratic
Republic of the Congo (formerly Zaire) in Africa,
where it was first recognized. The virus is one
of two members of a family of RNA viruses
called the Filoviridae. There are four identified

subtypes of Ebola virus. Three of the four have .,

caused disease in humans: Ebola-Zaire, Ebola-
Sudan, and Ebola-lvory Coast. The fourth,
Ebola-Reston, has caused disease in nonhu-
man primates, but not in humans.
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How are hemorrhagic fever viruses spread?
Humans can be infected in several ways:

Contact with urine, fecal matter, saliva or
other body excretions from infected rodents.

Contact with the bodies of dead infected
animals.

Being bitten by infected mosquitoes or
ticks.

Contact with animals that have been bitten
by infected mosquitoes or ticks.

Close contact with infected people or their
body fluids. Ebola, Marburg, Lassa fever, New
World hemorrhagic fever, and Crimean-Congo
hemorrhagic fever viruses can be spread from
person-to-person. People can also be infected
by touching objects such as syringes and nee-
dles that have been contaminated with infected
body fluids.
